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Ryugaku Ikuei Scholarship (Daiko Foundation)
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Application guidelines of Ryugaku Ikuei Scholarship

(1) Only students studying at the universities located in Aichi Prefecture
can apply to this scholarship. An applicant should have excellent

academic record that indicates the potential for future success and
needs to provide a letter of recommendation from the head of university
or the head of school in which the applicant is enrolled.

(2) An applicant must be a second or higher year student in 2025 fiscal
year.

(3) Only one student can be recommended from each school of university.

(4) When two or more students will be recommended from one university,
the ranking for recommendation of the applicants should be attached.

(5) Astudent who was previously granted this scholarship is ineligible for
the second time application.

(6) A student who is a grantee of Japanese Government scholarship or
similar scholarship is ineligible for application of this scholarship. The
grant of this scholarship may be cancelled, if a grantee of this



scholarship will be granted a scholarship equivalent to a government-
sponsored scholarship.
(7) A grantee of this scholarship attends the award ceremony held in June.
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Ryugaku Gakugei Scholarship (Daiko Foundation)
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Application guidelines of Ryugaku Gakugei scholarship

(1) Only graduate students studying at the universities located in Aichi
Prefecture can apply to this scholarship. An applicant needs to provide
a letter of recommendation from the head of university or the head of
the graduate school in which the applicant is enrolled.

(2) An applicant must be a second or higher year graduate student in the
master’s course of graduate school in 2025 fiscal year.

(3) Only one graduate student can be recommended from each graduate
school of university.

(4) When two or more graduate students will be recommended from one
university, the ranking for recommendation of the applicants should be
attached.

(5) A graduate student who was previously granted this scholarship is
ineligible for the second time application.

(6) A graduate student who is a grantee of Japanese Government
scholarship or similar scholarship is ineligible for application of this
scholarship. The grant of this scholarship may be cancelled, if a grantee
of this scholarship will be granted a scholarship equivalent to a



government-sponsored scholarship.
(7) A grantee of this scholarship attends the award ceremony held in June.
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
